COURSE DETAILS

This course enhances the learning of Level 2 and completes the VRQ section of study which
Is the technical element of assessment. It includes both practical and diagnostic assessment
units required for progression into apprenticeships.

ENTRY GUIDELINES

This is a Study Programme and priority will be given to students who are 16-18 years of age.
To study a Level 3 qualification, you will need:

A minimum of 5 GCSEs at Grades 4-9 including English and/or Maths (or L2 Functional Skills in English
and/or Maths)

OR
A relevant Level 2 qualification and English or Maths at Grade 4 or above (or L2 Functional Skills in
English and/or Maths)

If English is not your first language, you may need an assessment before enrolling on this course. To
discuss further, please contact the ESOL department on 0151 551 7144.
