Assessments continue throughout the course. Practical assessment tests are carried out and 
written assignments are completed. In addition there are VTCT Tests.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION
An early application is recommended for this course.

During your interview you may be asked to completed a skills test to allow us to assess your 
dexterity. All applicants will need to provide a reference or school report at interview.
Technical language will be taught on the course. You will need to produce written assignments.
Maths skills are required as you will need to be able to measure colouring products and time 
treatments.

Are you aged 16-18?
Study programmes are full-time courses for 16-18 year olds which include:

A qualification such as BTEC Extended Diploma
Meaningful work experience or preparation for work
English and maths, if you don't already have GCSE grade A* - C (grade 4 or above) in English and 
maths
Non-study activities such as tutorials, voluntary work, fund-raising/charity work, sport or trips

This profession and course requires you to be able to carry out physical work for long periods of time. 
Reasonable adjustments will be made to accommodate disabilities.
