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This course is designed to point you in the right direction to achieve quality employment
in the Police, Fire Service, Border Force, Royal Navy, Army, Royal Air Force or Royal
Marines. You will improve your teamwork, developing confidence and people skills and
also improve your fitness to a standard that will help make you eligible for entry to the
Uniformed Services. You will improve your written and verbal communication skills which
will help you meet the strict criteria for entry.

You will be expected to wear a uniform throughout the course and will be expected to
maintain it to a high standard. You will also be expected to demonstrate high standards
of attendance and punctuality. You will be expected to take up the opportunity to
undertake work experience and/or residential experiences (up to 5 days) . You will be
tutored by ex-uniformed service personnel who have a wide range of experience, and
who will expect a lot of you.

ENTRY GUIDELINES

This is a Study Programme and priority will be given to students who are 16-18 years of age.
To study a Level 2 qualification, you will need:

A minimum of 4 GCSEs at grade 3, including English and Maths (or L1 Functional Skills in English and
Maths)

OR
A relevant Level 1 qualification with GCSE English and Maths at grade 3 or above (or L1 Functional Skills
in English and Maths)

If English is not your first language, you may need an assessment before enrolling on this course. To
discuss further, please contact the ESOL department on 0151 551 7144.
